In a presentation to our
Anabaptist Provider Group
over a year ago, Lois Dostillik,
an organizational consultant,
encouraged us to clearly com-
municate our corporate values
to residents, staff, and the
general public. The need to do
this is even more critical be-
cause of staff shortages and our
desire to recruit and retain
quality staff now and into the
future. We want to create a
workplace and environment
where staff feel valued and
important in carrying out the
mission of Landis Homes.

Over a period of six months
input from all staff was sought.
Seven values were identified as
important for Landis Homes.
We recognize that while many
of these are actively demon-
strated in our work environ-
ment, we need to hold them up,
to remind us of the high stan-
dard we have set for ourselves.
There will likely be times we

may “step out of bounds” or
“miss the mark”. We need
reminders to help us do a better
job. Today you can see these
printed values posted along
with our vision and mission
statements as you enter the
doors of Landis Homes.

The values’ identification
project was quite timely as we
developed our corporate com-
pliance program. This past
spring the board approved a
compliance program that was
shared with staff and the larger
business community. This
program includes a Code of
Conduct to guide Landis Homes
in its business practice.

As an organization, consider-
able energy and excitement has
gone into the design phase of a
replacement healthcare center.
Our present Dogwood building
has served us since 1969 and is
in need of replacement. The new
project includes replacing 52
beds, a new rehabilitation suite
with a fitness center, a new
laundry and a renovation of
Dogwood for use as an adminis-
trative office area and a dining
area for staff and visitors. Also
included is some renovation of
the Elmwood care base and
dining area.

Landis Homes has been
blessed by strong and encourag-

ing support of our resident and
client community. Many of you
give countless hours in volun-
teer activity. We were blessed
this year again with generous
financial support from individu-
als, churches and business
organizations. We have a very
competent and deeply commit-
ted staff that has “chipped in”
by working extra this year
because of a tight labor market.
We are grateful for a forward
looking and experienced board
who give of themselves to
provide oversight to our pro-
grams for older adults of the
Lancaster community.

One of our values is “joy”. It
commits us to an attitude that is
positive, hopeful and enthusias-
tic in service as we fulfill our
responsibilities and celebrate
life. This is appropriate as we
look to a future that is challeng-
ing as well as uncertain. We
covet your continued prayers.
